SARAH domiciled in England marries ABRAHAM having a French domicile in London according
to English law. ABRAHAM is under 25 years old. According to French law parental consent is a
sine qua non for a valid marriage for a male under 25 years of age. When ABRAHAM's father
came to know of his son’s marriage, the former takes his son back to France and secured a
decree of annulment of ABRAHM’S marriage to SARAH.

SARAH brought action in the High Court of England challenging the French decree.

Advise SARAH of her rights and obligations under private international law. (20 marks)

“The doctrine of public policy should only be in invoked in clear cases in which the harm to the
public is substantially uncontestable, and does not depend upon the idiosyncratic inferences
of a few judicial minds” [Fender vs. St. John Mildmay, (1938) A.C. 1 at p. 12).

In the light of the above statement, discuss fully other grounds upon which foreign law is
excluded by the forum. Substantiate your answer with relevant decided cases. (15 marks)

“Unless both parties agree to leave investigations to the judge and forego the right of adducing
evidence, a party relying on foreign law must prove it as other facts are proved by appropriate
evidence”.

Is this a correct assessment of private international law in respect of adopting foreign law by
the forum court? Support your answer drawing evidence from judicial authorities.
(15 marks)

Describe fully the meaning of actions in personam or actions inter-partes in private
international law citing decided cases where appropriate. (15 marks)

ROBERT died leaving behind a will which formally was valid under Scottish law, though invalid
by law of England. The testator was born in Glasgow in 1845 and thus had a Scottish domicile
of origin. From 1892, till his death in 1927 he lived in Liverpool, England. During these 35 years
he never went to Scotland. Only fact that still connected him with Scotland was that he often
said that he was very proud to be a Glasgow man.

His wife, LAURA an English woman who is the executor of his will intends retaining you as her
lawyer to procure a probate under English Law in an English court. Advise her, (15 marks)

“The extent to which a constitution upholdsthe principle of separation of powers enhances
the rule of law within the country.” Do you agree? Analyze this statement referring to the
principles of constitutional law, examples from post-independence Sri Lankan constitutions,
and comparative jurisdictions. (20 Marks)

Rajini is the newly elected president of the State Varuna. She publishes a proclamation
dissolving the Varuna Parliament on 20 September 2021. It turnsout thatthe proclamation
was meant to be published on 24 September 2021, one day after Varuna Parliament
completes four years and six months of its term. However, the proclamation was gazetted
earlierdue to a mistake. Meanwhile, the Election Commission of Varuna hasbeen unable to
hold the parliamentary election until nhow because of the lockdown imposed due to the
ongoing pandemic. Rushi, Member of the Opposition from Varuna Parliament, decides to
take legal action and seeks your advice. Consider that the Constitution of Varuna state is
identical to the Constitution of Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka 1978.

Advise Rushi on legal actions she may pursue citing relevant constitutional provisions and
case law. (16 Marks)

“While ensuring the independence of judges is a vital part of upholdingthe independence of
the judiciary, compositional independence alone isn’t sufficient to fulfill the concept.”
Discuss this statement with references to constitutional provisions and case lawfocusing on

the Constitution of the Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka 1978. (16 Marks)
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4, Damayanthiisa citizen of the State of Araliya. She was selected to provide stationery items
to the Araliya’s Ministry of Social Welfare through a tender procedure. However, two
months later the Ministry states that her contract is terminated. Damayanthi demands
reasons, but the Ministry does notrespond. She laterfinds that the contract is offered to a
companythat quoted an exorbitant price duringthe tender procedure. Damayanthi decides
to file a fundamental rights petition to seek redress. Consider that the Constitution of Araliya
stateis identical to the Constitution of the Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka 1978.

Advise Damayanthi citing relevant constitutional provisions and case law. (16 Marks)

5. Vimal is a citizen of the state Megha employed by a state bank called Mega Trust Bank. He
joinsthe United Workers Association (UAW), one of the trade unions ofthe bank. The UAW
organizes a protest demandinga salary increase which is held on the pavement of the road
in front of the bank. The police arrive duringthe protest and arrest Vimal and several other
workers for disturbing the peace. But Vimal insists that the protest was peaceful and did not
disturb the road users. Meanwhile, Vimal also finds that the Bank states that he would be
eligible for the next promotion only if he leaves the UAW. Vimal decides to file a
fundamentalrights petition to seek redress. Consider that the Constitution of Megha state is
identical to the Constitution of the Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka 1978.

Advise Vimal citing relevant constitutional provisions and case law. (16 Marks)

6. Mala is a long-time member of the Green Party of the state Roya who wants to run for the
parliamentary election. However, the Green Party is focused on giving nominations to
popular and wealthier candidates. Mala has worked closely with the people of her locality,
butit turns out that the electoral district that she has to campaign forin the Parliamentary
election is much larger. Meanwhile, Leela, another candidate from the Green Party working
on Mala's electoral district, speaks condescendingly of Mala's educational level at her
campaigns.

Considerthat the Constitution of state Roya is identical to the Constitution of the Democratic
Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka 1978. Discuss the shortcomings of their electoral system in
light of the issues mentioned above, citing relevant constitutional provisions. (16 Marks)

Upon seeing
Silva entering his premises Samaranayake came out of the house shouting, “Did you come to
scare me with your gun? Shoot me if you can”. Silva thereupon saying “See how | am going to
kill you,” cocked the gun. At the point of pulling the trigger, Swarnalatha (daughter of
Samaranayake) rushed to the scene and tried to pull the latter inside the house. But in the
process, the shot meant for Samaranayake struck Swarnalatha, causing her death within a short
time.
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At the trial before the High Court, it is being argued on behalf of the accused Silva, that he did
not entertain any intention to cause the death of Swarnalatha and hence, due to the lack of the
mens rea element, he should be exonerated.

As the state counsel for the prosecution how would you counter the said argument? (16 Marks)

(e) under the Penal Code?

(ii)Describe the sentencing scheme based on aggravating circumstances set out under section
