2 Alpha Tec Ltd provides mobile repair services of electronic items in and around Colombo as
a part of its business. The Company engages five persons as Technical Assistants to provide
the services since the commencement of its business in 2016. The Technical Assistants do
not sign the attendance register maintained at the office of the Company for the
employees. They are expected to be available from 8.00 a.m. to 5.00 p.m. except on
Sundays to provide their services. They use the motor-bikes and tools provided by the
Company to provide their services. The Company pays for fuel and maintenance of the
motor-bikes they use. The Company pays only a commission calculated on the basis of
payments received for repairs. According to the agreement with the Company, the
Technical Assistants cannot provide their services to any other person without express
permission from the Company. The Technical Assistants engaged by the Company wish to
know whether they are employees of the Company or independent contractors. Advise
them. (16 Marks)

3. Kingwink International School employed Deepa as a Science Teacher with effect from 01-
04-2021 subject to a probationary period of six months. Deepa provided her services to the
satisfaction of the Head of the School, and the feedback from the students was very
positive. She had a personal dispute with the Registrar of the School relating to her
suggestion for safety measures to control the spread of Covid — 19 in the School. The
Management of the School terminated her service at the end of her probationary period.
Deepa wishes to know whether she could seek any relief against termination of her
service. Advise her. (16 Marks)
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Wuhan Lanka Ltd has monopoly in distribution of NV 98 face mask which provides effective
protection against coronavirus. The sole trade union in the Company has given notice to
commence a strike action demanding an allowance. The discussions between the
Management of the Company and the Trade Union to resolve the dispute have failed.
Explain the interventions the Commissioner and the Minister could make to settle the
dispute under the mechanisms in the Industrial Disputes Act. (16 Marks)
