Subsequently, the Parliament of Naga state is
seeking to pass a legislation relaxing the evidential and procedural requirements to try
these four individuals. The Bill also indicates harsher punishments in the event they are
convicted. Using Sri Lankan case law and the Constitution of Sri Lanka 1978 as the point
of reference, discuss the validity of this action based on the principle of separation of

powers.

Sayuri is a citizen of Raaz. She produced a documentary on the sufferings of the lower
caste in Raaz. The documentary is also highly critical of the government for being
complicit in this systemic suffering. Ministry of Telecommunications refuses to approve it
to be shown in local cinemas. This is the only documentary that has not received approval
during the first four months of 2022. The Ministry claims that they cannot provide a
license for the documentary because it distorts the history and cultural practices of Raaz.

(ii) There was a notice fixed at the premises of Arthur which read, “This Property is For Sale.
Rs.500,000/= Call XXXXXXXXXX". Having seen the said notice on 1% February 2022, Barry
offered to purchase the said property, and Arthur agreed. The agreement was that Barry
would buy Arthur’s property for Rs.500,000/= on or before the 31% of March 2022. However,
due to an imposition of a heavy capital gain tax over the proceeds of the sales of property, the
property prices increased overnight, bringing the market price of a similar property up to
almost twice the agreed value. When Barry went to purchase the aforesaid property, Arthur
refused to sell.

(a) What are the steps that Barry can take to protect his rights in this situation?
(b) What does Barry have to prove to be entitled to obtain such relief?

(c) What are the defenses that Arthur can take up, especially in the context of the facts
set out in the example?

(d) Would your answer be different in the following instance: Arthur had informed
Barry of his offer to sell his property. Barry sent his clerk to Arthur’s house to inform
Arthur of his acceptance. However, before Barry’s clerk reached Arthur’s house,
Arthur had telephoned Barry’s house and left a message with Barry’s wife that he
no longer wished to sell his property.

(e) Suggest a precautionary step that Barry could have taken after Arthur agreed to
sell the property in terms of the principles of Contract Law to avoid a situation like
this. Discuss the legality of that step.

2. (i) “Whether a term in a contract is either a condition or a warranty is a question of the intention
of the parties that must be deduced from the circumstances of the case.” Critically analyse.

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(i) Ship owners let the vessel MV Kotalumba to charterers for a period of 24 months. Clause 1 of
the contract obliged the owners to deliver a “seaworthy” vessel, and Clause 3 further obliged
them to maintain the vessel’s seaworthiness and good condition. Upon initial delivery, the
vessel’s machinery was described to be in ‘reasonably good condition,’ yet required constant
maintenance due to its age. The vessel owner’s chief engineer was inefficient and incompetent,
and the vessel suffered numerous breakdowns and delays. The charterers repudiated the
contract, alleging a breach of the obligations to deliver and maintain a seaworthy vessel.

Advise the Ship Owner (Vessel Owner) to draw on the relevant judicial precedents. (08 marks)
