interested parties”.

The RPA refused to issue permits to half of the vessels
for which applications were made and gave no reasons for doing so.

(c) The Association of River Cruise Operators, a trade body representing owners of
river cruise ships was not consulted prior to the drawing up of the pollution

control rules.

Some violent protestors stormed into the embassy and
smashed windows and set fire to confidential documents. The angry protestors also

Padmal by Plaint dated 15.01.2022 filed an action seeking a declaration of title to the
land described in the second schedule to the said Plaint. Nipuni the named Defendant
to the relevant Plaint by her Answer dated 02.03.2022 denied the averments in the
Plaint of Padmal and prayed for a dismissal of the Plaint with costs.

Thereafter Padmal filed an amended Plaint dated 22.04.2022 and prayed for a
possessory decree and eviction of the Nipuni from the land in dispute.

By amended Answer dated 27.05.2022 Nipuni, inter alia, took up the position that the
Plaintiff could not convert the original action for declaration of title to seek a possessory
decree against her. In any event it was pointed out by Nipuni that the action for

Nelson Cabral mortgaged his property in Vauxhall Street Colombo 02 to the Bank of
Ceylon (BOC) and obtained a loan for Rs.100 Million Rupees in year 2019. Cabral
defaulted the loan repayments and BOC accordingly passed a bank resolution under
section 19 of the BOC Ordinance No. 53 of 1938 to parate execute the property on
01.02.2022. BOC purchased the property for Rs.1000.00 nominal value since there was
no buyer to meet the upset price at the relevant auction.

(i)  that the said donor has reserved to himself the right of enjoying the rents and
profits of all the lands and premises described in the schedule to the deed of
gift;

(ii)  that the said donor has the power to sell, mortgage or otherwise alienate or
encumber the said lands and premises described in the schedule to the deed
of gift; and

(iii) That in the event of the said donor dying, it shall be obligatory on the donee
to pay out of the said lands and premises a sum of rupees fifty thousand
(50,000/-) monthly to Sarath.

Further, the habendum clause provides that the donee and his heirs have received
the lands and premises “absolutely forever". (7 marks)

(b) Mr. Saman created a trust for the benefit of the Sri Lanka Law Students’ Association.
The Sri Lanka Law Students’ Association maintains a register of members of that
Association, even though it is an unincorporated body of persons. In terms of the
rules of the Association, any person who wishes to enrol as a member of the
Association shall enter his name in the register.
