Your client ABC (Pvt) Ltd instructs you as follows:

FinanceGo (Pvt) Ltd, a Company incorporated under the Companies Act No.07 of 2007
and having its registered office in Colombo, was facing financial difficulties due to the
recession of the Country. As a result, FinanceGo (Pvt) Ltd decided to sell the Company to
ABC (Pvt) Ltd. Pursuant to the negotiations between ABC (Pvt) Ltd and FinanceGo (Pvt)
Ltd, both parties entered into a sales agreement at Colombo bearing No.20 dated
10.08.2017.

ABC (Pvt) Ltd. purchased the said company based on the representations made by the
FinanceGo (Pvt) Ltd. Further, FinanceGo (Pvt) Ltd made representations in respect of the
corporate status, records, and related entries, financial statements of the Company, and
details of the liabilities.

Clause 4 (iii) of the said agreement states;

“The FinanceGo (Pvt) Ltd had provided and/or will provide to ABC (Pvt) Ltd true correct
and complete copies of the Accounts of the Company (“Financial Statements”) and that
such Financial Statements are in accordance with generally accepted accounting
principles.”

FinanceGo (Pvt) Ltd provided two sets of Financial Statements in two stages namely (i)
prior to entering the agreement and (i) during the signing of the agreement. However,
ABC (Pvt) Ltd had relied on the Financial Statements submitted prior to the agreement
in arriving at the valuation of the assets and liabilities of the said company before
purchasing FinanceGo (Pvt) Ltd.

However, the said statements contained erroneous information, and as a result, ABC
(Pvt) Ltd had suffered loss and damages of Rupees Sixty Million (Rs. 60,000,000/-) due to

the misrepresentation in respect of FinanceGo (Pvt) Ltd’s true financial status.
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The FinanceGo (Pvt) Ltd had neglected and/or refused to pay the said loss and damages
amounting to Rupees Sixty Million (Rs. 60,000,000/-) despite the letter of demand sent
by ABC (Pvt) Ltd dated 25.09.2023. The FinanceGo (Pvt) Ltd had replied to the said letter
of demand by the letter dated 03.10.2023 and denied any claim made by ABC (Pvt) Ltd
mainly on the strength of the following clause in the agreement and stated that the
Financial Statements attached to the agreement are true and genuine.

Clause 14 of the said agreement states;

“This Agreement, including the Schedules and Annexures hereto, sets forth the entire
agreement between the Parties on this subject and supersedes all prior negotiations,
understandings, and agreements between the Parties concerning the subject matter.”

Your advice is sought by ABC (Pvt) Ltd on the following legal issues. Advise your client
with proper reasoning supported by case law and relevant legal provisions on the

following:
(a) Identify the relevant court to hear the said dispute. (10 Marks)
(b) Jurisdiction of the relevant court to grant reliefs sought by your client. (5 Marks)

(c) Draft aplaint for ABC (Pvt) Ltd to claim damages in the amount of Rupees Sixty Million
(Rs. 60,000,000/-) from FinanceGo (Pvt) Ltd. The date of the plaint shall be the date

of the examination. (20 Marks)

(a) Draft an Answer on behalf of FinanceGo (Pvt) Ltd with all possible defenses.

In Paramalingam vs. Sirisena and Another (2001) 2 SLR 239, Wigneswaran J. held that;

“The Court’s discretion was unjettered with regard to amendments before the first date
of the trial subject to an application having to be made to do it with notice to all other
parties. But its powers on or after the first date of trial were severely curtailed. The
present Section 93 has come through many vicissitudes.”

In light of the above statement, explain why and how the exercise of discretion by the
court is curtailed when allowing an application to amend pleadings on or after the day
first fixed for the pre-trial. (15 Marks)

On 14.12.2022, which was the first summons returnable date, the Attorney-at-Law for
the Defendant had filed a proxy and had moved for a date to file the answer. Accordingly,
the court had fixed 01.03.2023 as the second date to file the answer. However, on
01.03.2023, when the case was called to file the answer, the said instructing attorney
had moved for further time to file the answer. Hence, the court had fixed 17.05.2023 as
the third date to file the answer. When the case was called on 17.05.2023, the said
instructing attorney for the Defendant had informed the court that the Defendant had
not given instructions despite several reminders. The Attorney-at-Law also said that he
had sent the Defendant a registered letter requesting instructions to proceed with the
trial. As the Defendant had failed to file the answer on 17.05.2023, the learned District
Judge had fixed the case for ex parte trial.

Subsequent to serving the ex-parte judgment on the Defendant, he had filed an
application in the District Court to set aside the judgment and decree entered against
him for his default.

During the inquiry held into the said application to purged default, whilst giving
evidence, the Defendant had produced a letter dated 20.02.2023, marked as “V1”,
whereby Plaintiff had allegedly instructed her registered attorney to withdraw the action
under reference instituted against the Defendant. The Defendant took the view that he
had believed that the Plaintiff would withdraw the said action instituted against him in
view of the said letter marked as “V1”. More fully, he is of the view that the Plaintiff is
estopped in law from denying the representation made to the Defendant by the said
letter. However, the Defendant admitted that, after receiving the said letter, he had not
taken any steps to verify whether the said action instituted against him had been
withdrawn on 01.03.2023. The Defendant also admitted at the said inquiry that his
instructing attorney had by registered letter, informed him that the court had fixed
17.05.2023 as the third date to file the answer.

You are being retained as the counsel for the Plaintiff to appear on the next date. Prepare
a written submission supported by legal provisions of the Civil Procedure Code and case
law to be filed before the learned judge of the District Court explaining why the
Defendant’s application should not be allowed. (15 Marks)

P.R.P Sharvananda, J. observed in fttepana vs. Hemawathie (1981) 1 SLR 476 at 484
that:

“Failure to serve summons is a failure, which goes to the root of the jurisdiction of the
Court to hear and determine the action against the defendant. It is only by service of
summons on the defendant that the Court gets jurisdiction over the defendant. If a
defendant is not served with summons or is otherwise notified of the proceedings against
him, judgment entered against him in those circumstances is a nullity”.

Explain in light of the above statement how the legal provisions available in the Civil
Procedure Code to overcome the grave dangers of failing to serve summons on a
Defendant. Support your answer with case law. (15 Marks)

Pradeep has two sons named Nerin and Michael Ranjith. Pradeep was the sole owner of
the land, which was of an extent of 4 Acres 2 Roods and 10 Perches. He donated the land
and the tiled house thereon on 01.06.2020, by Deed No. 14304 to Michael Ranjith,
keeping life interest for himself.

Few years later, on 25.08.2022 by Deed No. 792, Pradeep withdrew the life interest rights
he reserved when he executed Deed 14304 in 2020. Therefore, from 25.08.2022 onwards
Michael Ranjith became the sole owner of the full extent of the land and the tiled house

thereon.

In the year 2016, Pradeep’s invited his other son Nerin to live with him. Accordingly,
Nerin and his wife Prema occupied a room in the tiled house. After some time, a dispute
arose between the father and son. Then, the father Pradeep requested Nerin to vacate
the room by end of March 2017. As they did not leave, Pradeep filed an action against
Nerin and his wife Prema in the District Court of Negombo bearing case number 225/RE
to evict them. Nerin and Prema filed an answer on 27.02.2018. However, Pradeep had
failed to be present in Court on the first date of trial, i.e. on 01.06.2018 and the District
Court dismissed the 225/RE case with costs.

Pradeep died on 20.12.2022. Subsequently, Michael Ranjith, as the sole owner of the
whole property including the tiled house had requested Nerin and Prema in January 2023
to vacate the house. Due to non-compliance with the said demand, Michael Ranjith filed
an action against Nerin and Prema under case number 4677/L in the District Court of
Negombo on 15.02.2023 praying for a declaration of title to the said land and property
on which the said house was and for eviction of the Defendants, Nerin and Prema.

The counsel of Nerin and Prema (the Defendants) has taken up an objection in the
answer that this matter has already been settled in court and thus be dismissed in limine.

In light of the above facts, prepare the legal submission on behalf of Michael Ranjith (the

Plaintiff) that you wish to make orally before the trial judge to counter the application of
the Defendants. (15 Marks)

Sudharman De Silva leased premises No. 224 Elvitigala Mawatha Colombo 08 to
Sumandasa Perera based on a lease agreement No 2293 attested N.P. Mrs Manel
Karunasekera dated 01.01.2000 for a period of 22 years.

The Lessee Sumanadasa Perera failed to hand over vacant possession of said premises
and Sudharman De Silva filed an action in DC Colombo to eject said lessee Sumanadasa
Perera from premises No 224 Elvitigala Mawatha Colombo 08 in terms Act No 01 of
2023. Hon District Judge issued judgement in favor of the Lessor. Sumanadasa filed the
appeal on 62" day which happened to be a Monday. However, he failed to file the
appeal within stipulated period of 60 days. The Lessor raised two preliminary
objections as follows;

Neeta claimed that Jerome's involvement in the homosexual affair led to his neglect
of his duties as a husband and father, resulting in the ill-treatment of her and their
children. She stresses that Jerome's behaviour, subsequent to his involvement with
Sujeewa, has negatively impacted their family life. Neeta is seeking custody of their
children, maintenance for their upbringing, and a permanent alimony amounting to a
sum of Rupees 5 Million.

Advise Neeta, including whether she can file a divorce action based on adultery on the
part of Jerome, with proper reasoning supported by relevant legal provisions and case
law. (15 marks)

Rupees 5 Million was paid by Ravindu Gamage (Defendant) to Madushanka Perera
(Plaintiff) through cheques to settle his due bills. Such cheques were dishonoured on
multiple occasions. Subsequently, Madushanka Perera instituted an action against
Ravindu Gamage under Chapter LIl of the Civil Procedure Code (Summary Procedure
on Liquid Claims) in 2022. The Plaint was annexed with copies of the Cheque Return
Notifications (CRN) certified and provided by ClearLanka (Pvt.) Ltd. The court made an
order for the service of the summons on the defendant.

The Central Bank of Sri Lanka (CBSL) was conferred with powers under Sec. 98 of the
Monetary Law Act No. 58 of 1949 to establish systems to provide facilities for clearance
and settlements among the commercial banks operating within Sri Lanka. Accordingly,
CBSL had authorized Clearlanka (Pvt.) Ltd. to provide clearing facilities subject to the
conditions imposed by the CBSL from time to time.

Mala is a 21 years old girl. When she was at home around 9.00 p.m., she heard a
person calling her name. Mala had gone towards the gate switching on her maobile
video camera. Near the gate suddenly a person throws a cup of acid on her face. Mala
claims that she thinks the assailant might be a villager known as Ravi who had an
animosity with her. She claims that the incident was video recorded in her mobile
phone. Since Mala become blind after the incident, she could not identify the person
in the video. The police having examined the video arrest “Ravi” on a charge of
attempted murder. Ravi and video recording are produced before the Government
Analyst. The Government Analyst Report remarks that features of the person
resembles Ravi.

(a) Discuss the evidential provisions in adopting video recording at the trial.
(10 marks)

(b) If Ravi claims in the defence case that it is not him, but his twin brother who is
seen in the video, what counter legal steps the prosecution can take before court?

Twenty-one year old Malini who lived with her parents had a love affair with Amila, a
twenty-three year old boy, who also lived in the same village. She disappeared in the
late night of 1st January 2022. Her corpse was found in the evening of the following
day in a nearby jungle about one mile from her house. Amila was indicted for the
murder of Malini in the Matara High Court. At his trial the prosecution led the
following evidence:

(a) A statement made by Malini to her younger sister on 1st January 2022 that Malini
was going away with Amila to Galle.

(b) A letter written by Malini to a friend, Kusum, which contained the following facts:
Amila had continued a love affair with another girl, Nancy, and when Malini
questioned Amila on it Malini had been assaulted by him; Malini was two months
pregnant and Amila was the father of Malini’s unborn child; due to this reason
Malini constantly asked him to marry her but Amila did not response to her

requests; and that therefore Malini feared for her life and strongly suspected that
Amila would harm her.

Discuss the admissibility of the above said evidence under the concept of ‘dying
declarations’ in Sri Lankan law. (16 marks)

Perera was seventeen years of age at the time of his death, which occurred on 31st
December 2021. Perera lived with Mohan in 2020. However, in January 2021, Perera
left Mohan’s house owing to some displeasure with Mohan. Although Mohan
requested Perera to come back to his house, Perera refused. On the day in question
when Perera returned from school he found a parcel, which has been sent to him by
post. He took it to his room, and when he opened it a bomb that was inside the parcel
exploded and caused him very serious injuries, which resulted in his death. Mohan
was indicted for Perera’s murder and at the trial the following evidence was
presented:

(a) On 1st March 2021 Mohan threatened Perera and assaulted him when Mohan
met Perera at a shop.

(b) Mohan stabbed Perera’s uncle on 02nd March 2021. The police filed a plaint
against Mohan in the Magistrate’s court on 04th March 2021 charging him with
hurt and he was convicted of that offence.

(c) Mohan is a popular person who always helped the poor.

Discuss the legal issues, which may arise in this case with regard to the admissibility
of the above evidence under character evidence. (16 Marks)

Silva was charged with breaking into a house, theft of some valuable electronic
equipment from it and murder of the owner of that particular house. The police
investigation which was held on the day following the house breaking found some
palm prints on the door of a wardrobe and footprints on the floor of the burgled
house. The police also recovered four electronic VCD players from Silva’s house. In
court the Judicial Medical Officer expressed his opinion based only on his examination
of a superimposition of an enlarged photograph of the head of the deceased on a
photograph of his skull. Further, the prosecution led evidence matching the palm and
footprints of Silva with those, which were found in the burgled house to establish the
identity of the burglar.
